Reviving forgotten skills

Recently. there has been some discussion about reviving skills from the past. such as repairing mechanical

items like watches and raising animals. These skills are good for the environment, save money, and can be
extremely enjoyable, I think this is an excellent trend and would like to share two almost-forgotten skills that my
grandmother used to have.

The first is sewing. Most of us buy our clothes at the store, and we throw them away when they’re worn. My
grandmother, however, used to make clothes for my father, and later in life for my sisters and me. She would fix
holes and small tears in our clothes, too, so they would last until we grew out of them.

The second skill is preserving food. My grandmother used to preserve all Kinds of fruit and vegetables in the fall
and store them in jars. Then, in the middle of the winter, she’d bring out a jar of raspberries or cucumbers, and it
would immediately bring back a wonderful feeling of summer. It also cost less than buying them in the store.

Noah Harris is usually behind the camera, filming
documentaries in unusual places. But last month,
he took some time out fo talk about his most
recent — and most exireme - trip. He spent a
month at a research center in one of the coldest
places on Earth, Antarctica.

First and foremost, | have to ask the question
everyone wanis fo know. How cold was if?

It was absolutely freezing! Where | was, the average
temperature was -5°C in January, the warmest
month, and -28°C in August, one of the coldest
months. | was there in October, and it was about
-15°C during the day.

How about the climate in general? What was the
weather like, besides cold?

They say Antarctica is the driest, windiest, and
brightest continent. It's dry because it's a desert, and
surprisingly, it doesn't snow a lot. The area only gets
60 to 80 millimeters of snow a year, but the wind
blows up to 185 kilometers per hour. It's full of snow
and ice, and everything turns white. But many days
there are blue skies and sunshine. It can actually be
more difficult to see when the sun is bright.

I am also wondering about the temperature
indoors. Where does everyone stay? Is it warm?
| stayed at one of New Zealand’s research centers,
and all of the buildings are heated. It's one of the

37 centers in Antarctica open all year. In fact, 4,000
people live in Antarctica in the summer months, but
only about 1,000 stay for the winter. Where | visited,
up to 85 people are at the research center in the
warmer months. Fewer people are there when it's
colder - about 25. When it's less crowded, everyone
has their own bedroom, but when more people are
there, it's four to a room.

We all enjoy being part of a group - there's no better
work than teamwork, right? Actually, | disagree.

Personalities can make teamwork difficult. There's

a famous saying, There's no "I" in TEAM, meaning |
have to do what's best for the team, not what's best
for me.

Fake product reviews

Companies depend on hundreds of thousands of consumer reviews that point you to “the best of whatever.”
They work hard to minimize fake reviews because it's good business to prevent customer disappointment due
to inaccurate information. There are honest reviews, of course, but you still need to check reviews yourself,

whether you’re buying a book, a hotel room, or a Ferrari. Here are some tips to help you.

Fight technology with
technology

A good way to assess whether a review
is computer-generated is to use a
computer program. Fakespot is an
online tool that helps you figure out
which reviews are trustworthy and
@ which are not. Simply paste a review's
URL into Fakespot's search engine to
@ get results. It may not always be totally
accurate, but it's a good place to start.

Check the reviewer's profile

Most sites ask users to register before
leaving a review. Click on the username
to see past reviews. Most “real” people
buy a wide range of products from
large companies, so they'll have a wide
range of reviews.

Compensation

Is this review paid? Did the reviewer
receive the product in return for a
review? If so, it's not necessarily fake -
but it may be biased.

Review quality
Reviews that rely on individuals being paid
small amounts of money to write as many as
possible will be short and nonspecific. The goal
is to put the item into the five-star category
quickly by posting as many “excellent” reviews
as possible. So the author needs to be able

to copy and paste a large number in a short
time. Look for phrases like “great product” or
"wonderful service.”

Lack of detail

Researchers found that some reviewers of hotel
rooms did not talk about the specifics of the
hotel at all. They couldn’t — they had never been
there. So they'd write instead about the reason
they were there. “Spent a wonderful weekend
here with the family” and “will always use this
hotel for future business trips” are the kinds of
things that show a hotel review might be fake.

Lack of experience

Similarly, if the reviewer has never had a
product, the explanation of what's good
and bad about it will be limited. If a review
sounds more like a product manual than a
real-life experience, it probably is.

Use of language

Some dishonest companies will
provide templates for their “reviewers”
to make it easier for quick copying and
pasting. If you see the same or similar
words and phrases in different reviews,
be suspicious. Reviews with words

like “best thing ever” and “worst thing
ever” without any explanation are
likely to be created from a template.

When haters start to love

A common form of fake review is for
the reviewer to insist that they hated
a product but were givenone as a
gift and they suddenly discovered it's
the best thing since sliced bread. Also
look for a lot of question marks and
exclamation points. “Why didn't | buy
this sooner??? | love ithnn”

All or nothing

Fake reviews tend to be either one
star or five stars. Make sure you check
reviews at two, three, and four stars,
too - real reviews tend to be more
moderate.

My job included unioading the
equipment, setting it up on stage, funing guitars, and
raking sure everything worked — pretty much getting
things ready so the musicians could perform without
problems in front of a bunch of excited fans.

When | was about eight years old, | saw the Rolling
Stones perform on TV. | noticed that someone handed
Keith Richards a guitar between songs, and | thought I'd
like to do that one day. It left a lasting impression on me,
but | didn’t really think about the job again until | was 25.
That’s when a friend asked me to travel with his band

as a quitar tech. | already knew a lot about music and
guitars, but on the job, | really became technically skilled
over time. People hired me by word of mouth, mostly
musicians from headlining acts that we were touring
with. | quickly had several jobs on my résumeé — but it's
really more of a see-and-be-seen business. You look

at the people around you and see what jobs might be
coming up. And you do your job exceptionally well every
day — others see you work, know your skill set, and often
ask you to work for them on future shows.

| enjoyed the pressure of live performances, but life on
the road wasn't always easy. You take the good with the
bad. Sometimes | slept in vans and sometimes on tour
buses. When | stayed in hotels, they weren't necessarily
nice, but with some of the more-famous musicians, we
were in beautiful hotels, like the time | stayed on the
Champs-Elysées in Paris. | worked in several different
cities around the world, and dealing with the unknown

often made the job especially challenging. A lot of
times | was working outside, and it could be very
hot, really cold, or even raining. | also dealt with
things like getting big trucks down tiny streets and
getting huge equipment up narrow stairs or in small
elevators, One time, in Malaga, Spain, the power
went out in the enfire city, and it messed up our
schedule and computers, but the show went ahead
as planned.

Any type of work in the music business is difficult.
I've seen musicians on the way up, and I've seen
them on the way down. It's tough to get to the top in
my line of work, too, but the work is steadier once
you're successful. And how do you stay at the top?
Start with being on time. Then stay focused, and
always remember you're not in the band. You're
there to do a job — not to hang out with rock stars.
I've seen a lot of techs make that mistake.

My last words of advice? | think there are three kinds
of people in this world: (1) the kind that make things
happen, (2) the kind that watch things happen, and
(3) the kind that wonder what just happened. Be

the kind of person that makes things happen. And
remember, no matter what happens — the show
must go on!
