How are you feeling today? Have you got
a sore throat? Are you coughing? Sneezing?
These are all very common symptoms that
signal your body is fighting a disease. Your
immune system works to protect you from
diseases, but when it is weakened, you feel ill.
The illness that you feel could be caused by one
of two things: bacteria or viruses.

Bacteria are organisms with just one cell.
They can survive outside the body, but we also
have trillions of bacteria living in our bodies.

26 VOCABULARY

In fact, there are more bacteria than human
cells in our bodies. But don’t worry: 99 per cent
of these bacteria are good for us. They allow

us to feel positive emotions, protect us from
disease and help us digest food. Your mouth
alone contains more bacteria than there are
people on Earth! Unfortunately, there are also
bad bacteria that cause illnesses. We can treat
these bacterial infections with antibiotics.




Viruses are smaller than bacteria. They
cannot exist without a host - an animal or
plant to live in. That person next to you who's
sneezing? She’s the host of a virus, so watch
out! With each sneeze, she sends you over
100,000 virus cells, travelling at a speed of over
160 kph. (100 mph.)! Once those cells invade
your body, you become the host.

However, stress can have several benefits for the body and mind. To begin with,
there is the type of stress people feel when there is something important to do. For
example, some students are stressed before a big test. The stress might make them
feel nervous, but it also makes them feel focused. This type of stress can help
people work efficiently to meet their goals. '

Another way stress benefits us is by keeping us healthy. Scientists who study
stress learnt that a little stress strengthens the immune system. When your
body learns to respond to some stress, it's able to protect you from infection better.

The final way that stress benefits us is by helping us react to danger. If you
see a car coming around the corner too fast, you might experience stress.
This stress sends a message to warn your brain of danger, allowing your body to
respond quickly.

Often it seems like technology is
everywhere. Computers and smartphones
are at the centre of almost everything we do.
They’re constantly demanding our attention.
We text our friends during the day, sleep
with our devices by our beds and check our
messages as soon as we wake up.

According to Amber Case, in the future,
technology will no longer be interrupting
us all of the time. Instead, we will use calm
technology - a concept first developed by
scientist Mark Weiser in the 1970s. In his
vision, calm technology works quietly but
constantly, at the edge of our attention. We
know it is there, but we don’t focus on it.
According to Mark, the best technology should
be invisible and let you live your life.

We already use many different types of calm
technology in our everyday lives. Do you have a
smoke alarm in your house? That smoke alarm
is always there, checking the air for smoke

and quietly keeping you safe. It only reminds
you it's there when you've burnt your toast! Or
there may be lights in your home or school that
are sensitive to movement. When somebody
passes in front of their sensor, the lights turn on.
You don't think about this type of technology
until you see the light go on. Even a microwave
oven is an example of calm technology. You're
not standing at the hob heating your food: the
microwave is doing it for you. You don't think
about its work until you hear the beeping noise
signalling that your food is ready.

In the future, Amber imagines that our
houses will use calm technology to open the
curtains for us in the morning, to turn down
the heat when we leave, or even to choose the
best music for our mood. The minute we walk
through the door, our house will respond by
turning on the lights and music, setting the
radiators to a comfortable temperature and

perhaps even starting to prepare our dinner!

In 1922, a man named Martin Sheffield said he saw a strange creature in Nahuel
Huapi Lake in Patagonia, Argentina. It had a long neck and the body of a crocodile.
Since then, many other people have said that they’ve seen the same creature. The
local people call it Nahuelito. But what's really there?

Some people believe that it could be a plesiosaur - a marine dinosaur. Around
30,000 years ago, the lake was part of the Pacific Ocean. It’s possible that as the
climate got warmer and the lake formed, the creature stayed there. However,
dinosaur experts think this is impossible because dinosaurs were extinct thousands
of years before the lake formed. Other people think that the creature is actually a
secret submarine. Although this is an interesting idea, it doesn’t explain how the
submarine got into the lake and why it has been there for nearly one hundred years.
A third theory is that Nahuelito formed because of pollution in the water. But the
Nahuel Huapi Lake is not very polluted, so this theory seems unlikely.

Have you ever wondered how polar bears
can handle the extreme cold of the Arctic?
On a typical day, Arctic temperatures can
be as low as -30°C (-58°F). That’s-really cold!
And what about camels? How can they
survive in the heat of the Sahara Desert,
where it sometimes reaches 50°C (122°F)? It's
because these animals have adapted to their
harsh environments. However, like other
mammals, the polar bear and the camel can
only exist in a certain range of conditions. But
there are much smaller creatures that can live
in far more extreme environments.

One example of an amazing survivor is the
tardigrade. Nicknamed the ‘water bear’, this
tiny organism is less than a millimetre long.
Tardigrades can handle temperatures from
-200°C (-328°F) to 151°C (304°F). They can
survive despite a lack of water and oxygen.
They can even survive in outer space! In
2011, scientists successfully sent tardigrades
to the International Space Station on the
space shuttle Endeavour.

Apart from the tardigrade, there are
many varieties of even smaller, single-
celled microbes that scientists refer to as
extremophiles. These microscopic organisms
live in some of the harshest environments on
the planet. Some live in places where there
are very high levels of salt, like the Dead Sea.
Others live within solid rock. Extremophiles
like very hot or very cold environments.
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Strain 121, for example, is a type of
bacteria with remarkable abilities to
tolerate temperatures of 121°C (250°F).

It lives on a volcanic vent at the bottom
of the Pacific Ocean and feeds on iron!
Methanogens, on the other hand, thrive
under 18 m. (60 ft.) of Antarctic ice, where
there is no light and no oxygen.

Save the Axolotl!

The axolotl is an endangered animal. It lives in Mexico now, but scientists believe
that it could be extinct in the wild in five to ten years. However, it isn’t as attractive as
other endangered animals, like giant pandas or Siberian tigers. As a result, it doesn’t
get very much attention.

The axolotl has an amazing ability: if it loses a part of its body, it can grow it back.
For example, if another animal bites off an axolotl’s leg, it grows a new leg! Scientists
are studying the axolotl because they want to learn how its cells can do this. This
research might lead scientists to help humans with damaged body parts.

Another interesting fact about the axolotl is that it never becomes an adult. Other
amphibians, like frogs, change from being a tadpole into a frog. But the axolotl is
always an adolescent. For this reason, scientists believe that we can find out about
the secret of aging from the axolotl.

There is also a cultural reason to save the axolotl. This creature was very important
in Aztec legends. Therefore, if the axolotl becomes extinct, an important link with
Aztec culture will be lost forever.

In the United Kingdom
alone, between 20 and 40 per cent of fruit and
vegetables are rejected before they even reach
the shops.

It’s a shocking statistic, but there are
solutions to the problems of food waste.
Author and activist Tristram Stuart organises
campaigns around the world called Feeding
the 5000. At these events, people use food that
would have otherwise gone to waste to
prepare free, delicious meals for

Po——
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5,000 people. Volunteers make good meals
from fruit and vegetables that may not be
pretty, but are still nutritious and fresh. In
many cities, there are also Disco Soup parties.
At these events, volunteers prepare meals from
unwanted produce while they dance to music
played by a DJ. These events are a lot of fun,
and they make people think twice about
throwing food away!

Some supermarkets are also trying to
get people to think differently. The French
supermarket chain Intermarché s

. o .
supplies ugly food in its stores.
The fruit and vegetables look
strange, but they're edible.

—
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They're also less expensive than more
attractive produce. Consumers love the idea.
In fact, Intermarché stores sold more than
1,200 kg. (2,645 1b.) of ugly fruit and vegetables
in the first two days of the campaign.

So what can you do? Start by eating what's
on your plate! And don't be afraid to try ugly or
unusual foods. You can even organise a food
waste challenge for your friends and family!
By telling people about the problem, you're
working towards the solution.

We waste 1.3 billion tonnes of food every year. This is too much wasted food.
There are millions of people that don’t have enough to eat. Food waste isn’t just bad
for humans, though. It’s also bad for the environment.

When food waste goes to landfill, it produces a dangerous gas that can keep heat
inside of the Earth’s atmosphere. That’s why it’s one of the causes of global warming.
There are also chemicals that come out of the food and go into the soil. When it

rains, the chemicals then go into our rivers and canals. As a result, food waste harms
our bodies of water.-

People don't think about how food is made when they're throwing it away. A lot of
water is used to grow plants that make food. We use a lot of energy because we need
fuel to transport food from the field to the supermarket and then to our homes. If we
waste this food, we waste our planet’s natural resources.

For these reasons, it is important for us all to reduce our food waste.

When you hear the word art, you probably
think of paintings in galleries or statues in
museums. But artisn't always inside, and you
don’t always have to pay to see it. In fact, you
can view some really interesting art for free in
public spaces around the world.

Public art goes beyond just making a
place look pretty: it can change society. In
Las Palmitas, a neighbourhood of Pachuca,
Mexico, residents worked together with a
street art group to paint their hillside houses
in bright colours. The result was an enormous
mural that can be seen from miles away. As the
community worked together on the project,
they noticed how the art brought joy to
their neighbourhood. ‘In the morning, you
wake up and look around and see the colours
that surround you,’ said one resident. ‘It’s
very pretty.
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Public art can also send a message. For
example, much public art deals with political
and social topics. In 2014, British artists Paul
Cummins and Tom Piper placed 888,246
ceramic poppies on the ground around the
Tower of London. The temporary display
of artwork was in honour of the 100-year
anniversary of the start of World War I. Each
poppy represented a soldier who died in
the war while fighting with the British.

The goal was for visitors to think about and
remember the soldiers. After several months,
the artwork was taken down, and the
poppies were sold to raise money for charity.

Public art can also make people aware of a
situation. In 2010, the Icelandic artist Bjargey
Olafsdéttir created Red Polar Bear on the
Langjokull glacier in Iceland. It showed the red
outline of a polar bear on the snow. The very
large bear - 80 m. (262 ft.) by 50 m. (164 ft.) -
was made out of red food dye. Olafsdéttir
wanted to make people think about the polar
bear and how its environment is in danger
because of global warming.

Of course, sometimes public art is there
simply because its beauty brings people
pleasure. One example is the Floralis Genérica
in Buenos Aires, a huge metal flower in a
pool. It opens every morning and closes every
evening. The flower and the pool reflect
everything around them. It’s an amazing sight.

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How Rio de Janeiro transformed its streets

If you walk through the streets of Rio de
Janeiro, Brazil, you'll immediately notice
something extraordinary about the city: the street
art. All around the city, the walls are covered in
colourful murals and bright paintings. In the
past, this street art was illegal. Butin 2009, the
city passed a law allowing street art on private
buildings if the owner gives permission. In 2014,
Rio de Janeiro became the first city in the world to
legalise graffiti in places such as skate parks and
the walls that surround construction sites.

People who want to create street art in Rio de
Janeiro can't just paint any wall with any picture,

though. They still have to respect some rules.
Street art-and graffiti are legal, but just signing
aname on a wall is not. And if an artist wants to
create a picture on the walls of someone’s house
or shop, the artist must ask the owner first. But
getting permission might not be too hard. Street
art is very popular throughout the city, both with
the residents and with visitors. Many tourists
come to Brazil just to see it. They can even take
special guided street-art tours through Rio de
Janeiro. The city’s mayor has also set up a special
online street-art project. Volunteers can join the
project and travel around the city, taking photos

of the street art. They then upload their photos
onto a street-art website, along with other details,
such as the location and the artist. This means
that when someone paints a new piece of art over
an old picture, there is still a record of what was
there before.

In some communities, street artists have set
up art schools and organised festivals to teach
young people more about their art. They have even
worked together with the police to paint murals on
the walls. Street art in Rio de Janeiro has not only
made the streets more colourful and exciting, it
has also helped to bring communities together.

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From a young age, I've had a really
deep connection with being outside. I've
been skiing since I was eight or nine years
old, and I've been climbing since I was
in college.

I've been on expeditions in China,
Pakistan, Nepal, India, Tanzania, Chad,
Mali, South Africa, Borneo and Argentina,
among other places. But it was in my
home country, the USA, that I came
closest to death.

It was 1% April 2011. I was filming
and skiing in the Tetons, a mountain
range in Wyoming. I was with my friends
Jeremy Jones and Xavier de la Rue, both
experienced snowboarders. That day, we
had finished going down a steep, narrow
track called ‘The Sliver’, and we were
descending another peak. [ was the last
person to ski. Jeremy and Xavier were
watching me from a safe area. Suddenly,
I heard someone scream. I turned
around and saw the whole mountain
start to move behind me. It was a massive
avalanche. The kind of avalanche that
destroys trees, cars, buses, even houses.
Tens of thousands of tonnes of snow were
coming straight down the mountain
behind me. I felt the snow push me
forwards, hundreds of metres, and then
cover me. It was so heavy that I couldn’t
breathe. And then it pushed me forwards

again and up, out of the snowpack. I
looked around, and for a few seconds I
actually stopped being terrified. I had a
moment to pause and to look at the pow
of the avalanche. Imagine snow, the san
weight as a thousand aeroplanes, falling
like an ocean all around you. You don't
ever sense that kind of power.

Ilooked down into the bottom of the
valley. I could see trees that were 30 m.
(98 ft.) tall, but they looked tiny to me
because I was so far away. ‘OK, I'm going
all the way to the bottom!’ I thought.
Then the snow pushed me again down
the mountain another 450 m. (1,500 ft.)
I thought the force of the snow would
destroy me, it was so powerful. But
eventually, I felt the avalanche slow dow
and I just popped right out of the snow a
the bottom of the valley.

It took Jeremy and Xavier about
20 minutes to reach me. There was a
pile of debris across the bottom of the
mountain 300 m. (1,000 ft.) wide. They
were certain that I was dead. They
couldn’t believe it when they saw me. I
was so lucky.

Has the experience changed me? Do
think about life differently? I don’t know
maybe. But I do know that it's important
to live your life with meaning. Life is a
gift, so use it wisely.
