Embedded clauses, questions and commands are part of, or embedded in, a longer sentence.
Generally, they are preceded by a clause.

When embedding a statement, the word order remains the same.
Extreme sports are dangerous. —— | think extreme sports are dangerous.

When embedding a question, the word order changes to that of a statement if the question becomes
a statement.
What obstacles has Cory overcome? ——s | wonder what obstacles Cory has overcome.

When embedding a question that continues to be a question, the word order changes to that of a
statement, because a new clause has taken over the question function.
Can we climb that mountain? ——— Do you know if we can climb that mountain?

When embedding a command, we use the infinitive with to.
Try downhill mountain biking. ——— I'm asking you to try downhill mountain biking.

Type 2 conditional sentences describe unlikely but possible scenarios. Both sentences refer to
the present.

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Relative clauses: Defining and describing

We use relative clauses to add an extra level of detail to a description in a sentence. We use who or that
for people, where with places and that or which with things. We use whose to show possession. There are
two types of relative clauses: defining and describing.

Defining relative clauses give defining information about the person, place or thing. If the clause is
removed, the sentence loses its meaning.
The ocean where megalodon swam was much warmer than the ocean is today.

Describing relative clauses give extra descriptive information about the person, place or thing.
This clause is placed between commas. If the clause is removed, the sentence still makes sense.
Megalodon, whose name comes from the Greek giant tooth, had enormous fjaws.

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Two- and three-word verbs

Many two- and three-word verbs need an object. A simple way to understand these verbs is to put them
in two groups: separable verbs and inseparable verbs.

Separable verbs can be separated, or split, by the object of the verb. These are also known as phrasal
verbs (usually a verb + adverb particle, e.g. to throw away).

Artists want to draw in their viewers. OR Artists want to draw their viewers in.

When the object of a separable verb is a pronoun, the verb must be separated.

Inseparable verbs cannot be separated. The object must go after the parts of the verb. Verbs followed by
a preposition are inseparable, as the object cannot be moved around the sentence.

Critics rave about the modern art exhibition at the museum. They say it's really impressive!
