In terms of chemistry, fragrances are a mixture of aromatic 

oils and alcohol. The •fixatives," or oils, that make a fragrance last 

a long time, traditionally came from animals. Those have mostly 

been replaced by synthetic chemicals. The other ingredients come 

from plants, especially flowers. 



The area around Grasse, France, is famous for growing 

flowers. Farmers like Joseph Mui have been producing 

flowers-including roses, jasmine, and lavender-for 

centuries. Mul's "rose absolute," the fragrant liquid he gets 

from his roses, sells for $3,650 a pound. "Picking roses will 

never be done by machine," explains Mui. The roses are 

carefully collected by hand during the early morning. By 

ten o' clock, the heat of the sun begins to affect the flowers, 

and the workers are done for the day. "Labor is 60 percent 

of the cost," says Mui. 

The high cost of natural ingredients is just one of the 

reasons that perfumers today also use artificial ingredients 

in their fragrances. In addition, synthetics allow perfumers 

to use scents that cannot be gotten naturally; for example, 

the scent from the lilac flower. They allow the use of scents 

from rare or endangered flowers, and they save wild 

animals from being used for their musk-a kind of fixative. 

According to perfumer Harry Fremont, "Good fragrance is 

a balance between naturals and synthetics." 

Once perfumers have created a lovely fragrance, it's 

time for the marketing department to work its magic. The 

industry spends hundreds of millions of dollars each year 

to convince people to buy something they don't really need. 

The success rate for new perfumes is low-only about one 

in ten is successful, so·spending money on advertising is a 

big risk. It's also the only way to let the world know about 

a fragrance so enchanting that it can make us believe our 

dreams will come true.

HOW POACHERS 

BECAME 

CARETAKERS 

When John Kasaona was a boy growing up in 

Namibia, his father took him into the bush to teach him 

how to take care of the family's livestock. His father 

said, "If you see a cheetah eating our goat, walk up 

to it and smack it on the backside." A cheetah is a 

very nervous animal. If a person confronts it, it will 

probably run away. John also learned how to deal with 

a lion by standing very still and making himself look 

very big. These were useful lessons for a boy who 

became a wildlife conservationist. As Kasaona says, 

"It is very important if you are in the field to know what 

to confront and what to run from." 

Kasaona was born in 1971. At that time, Namibia 

had many problems. The country was at war from 1966 

to 1990. Because of the fighting, many people had 

rifles. This caused a secondary problem-poaching. 

For example, poachers killed many black rhinos for 

their horns, which were very valuable. To make things 

even worse, around 1980, a terrible drought killed 

people, livestock, and wildlife. By 1995, there were only 

20 lions left in the Kunene region in the northwest of 

the country, where Kasaona's family lives. Many other 

species were also endangered. 

At the same time, positive changes were taking 

place. A non-governmental organization, the Integrated 

Rural Development and Nature Conservation (IRDNC), 

began working in Namibia to protect wildlife. They met 

with village leaders to ask who would be able to work 

with them. They needed people who knew the bush 

well and who understood how wild animals lived. The 



answer was surprising: work with local poachers. It 

seemed crazy, but it also made sense. After all, if you 

spend your time hunting for animals, you will know 

where they live and how they behave. So IRDNC hired 

a group of poachers, including Kasaona's own father, 

to help protect wildlife in Namibia. 

Since then, the situation has changed dramatically. 

The Kunene region now has more than 130 lions. The 

black rhino, almost extinct in 1982, has come back, 

and there are now many free-roaming black rhinos in 

Kunene. Most importantly, more land than ever is under 

conservation. That protected land generates money 

from tourism for Namibia to use in education, health 

care, and other important programs for its people. 

John Kasaona explains, "We were successful in 

Namibia because we dreamed of a future that was much 

more than just a healthy wildlife." Kasaona created a 

model for other nations to follow by starting the largest 

community-led conservation program in the world.

Marco Polo (1254-1324) We don't know exactly when and where Marco Polo 
was born, but he lived in Venice and Genoa, in what is now Italy, and he traveled 

east-far beyond the borders of Europe into Asia. The stories he published 

after his travels seem to mix together fact and fiction, but they inspired other 

European explorers, including Christopher Columbus. 

lbn Battuta (1304-1369) lbn Battuta was a remarkable traveler. Born in Morocco, 

he visited most of the Muslim world-North Africa, the Middle East, and East 

Africa-as well as South Asia, including Sri Lanka and India, and even China. 

Battuta's goal was to search for knowledge and new experiences, and his stories 

taught people about other parts of the world at a time when few people traveled. 

Zheng He (1371-1433) The explorations of Zheng He took him by sea 

from China west to the Middle East and Africa. According to stories, Zheng 

commanded enormous ships more than 400 feet (122 m) long-much, much 

larger than other ships of the time. The size of the ships was probably helpful 

for trade, as well as for carrying military people and equipment.

Michael Pritchard Inventor, Problem Solver 

MAKING FILTHY 

WATER DRINKABLE 

Like many innovators, Michael Pritchard gets 

good ideas when he sees a problem that needs to 

be solved. The inspiration for his Lifesaver water 

purifier came after the Asian tsunami of 2004 and 

Hurricane Katrina, which hit New Orleans in 2005. 

After both disasters, it took days for the people who 

were affected to get safe drinking water. That was too 

long, in Pritchard's opinion. It made him very angry. 

"Everyone deserves safe drinking water," Pritchard 

says. Working in his garage and his kitchen, he 

developed a design for a simple water purifier. It took 

18 months and a number of failed prototypes before he 

successfully created the Lifesaver bottle. 

Pritchard believes that "old thinking," the 

traditional way of responding to disasters by making 

people travel to get safe drinking water, needs to 

change. Instead, he "thinks differently," looking for 

solutions that are simple to use, close to home, and 

inexpensive to operate. 

The water purifying bottle meets all three needs. 

It can remove contaminants from 6,000 liters of dirty 

water before its filter needs to be replaced. A larger 

system, in a jerry can, is able to filter 25,000 liters 

of water. That's enough water for a family of four to 

drink for three years. It only costs a half a cent a day 

to operate. Because Lifesaver systems only clean as 

much water as a person, family, or community needs 

every day, it is much more efficient than other water 

purification systems. 

Water poverty is the lack of a clean, reliable supply 

of drinking water. An estimated 1.1 billion people are 

trapped in water poverty. When people have access 

to clean water, it means that there is less disease. 



They don't have to look for wood or use fossil fuels to 

boil their water before they drink it. It also means that 

many girls in developing countries, who are usually 

responsible for bringing clean water to their homes, 

can go to school instead. Lives are changed, lives are 

saved, and community life improves when people have 

reliable access to clean water.
